Being involved in a crime can be a very traumatic experience.
In many instances victims are shocked by the crime itself, unsure what to do or how to proceed, or
face financial hardships as a result of the crime. You do not have to face these difficulties alone.
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This booklet provides the following information:
— Details about the investigation, trial processes, and punishment procedures.
— Information about services for victims during the criminal procedure.
— Details about support systems for victims of crime.
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We hope that this booklet will help support people in this unfortunate situation.
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I. Criminal Procedure Outline (RIEFH=DHSEL)

Murder, assault, theft, etc. are crimes prohibited by law. The process of finding the perpetrator,
proving his or her guilt or innocence and finally deciding on punishment is called the Criminal
Procedure. This procedure is divided into 3 steps.
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A. Criminal Investigation (##)

Searching for criminals, collecting evidence, and other related activities constitute the “Criminal

Investigation”.

1. The person suspected to be a criminal by the police on the basis of evidence is called the
“Suspect.” After the police arrest a suspect, they must send him or her to the prosecutor with
documents detailing the investigation within 48 hours.
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2. If the prosecutor decides it is necessary to detain the suspect, he or she will ask the judge to
issue a detainment order. If a detainment order is issued the suspect may be detained for a
maximum of 20 days.
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The police will continue various investigative activities throughout the suspect’s detainment.

After the police have collected evidence, they will send the results to the prosecutor. (This
situation is called a voluntary criminal investigation.)
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B. Indictment (#2§R)
While the suspect is being detained, the prosecutor will decide whether to indict the suspect or not
to indict the suspect. Bringing the suspect to trial is called “Indictment.” Choosing to not to bring
him or her to trial is called “Non-indictment”. Only the prosecutor can indict a suspect.

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There are two types of requests available to a prosecutor seeking indictment. One is a request
for adjudication (judgment) in an open court. The other is a request for a summary order, in
which papers are filed seeking fines or damages without a trial.

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C. Trial (%))
After the suspect is indicted, he or she is referred to as the “Defendant”. The proceedings
leading to the judgment in the court are called the “Trial.” A trial date and location are decided, a
trial is held, and a judgment is handed down.

If you would like to attend a trial please contact
the court in charge of that case and ask for information.

A. Police Questioning (S5 )

1. When you file a victim report, the police investigator in charge will ask you about the
situation in detail; damage, suspect’s appearance, etc. Victims may be asked to show the
clothes they were wearing at the time of the crime. This is an indispensable step in
identifying the suspects. It is requested only because it is necessary to the investigation. The
more details discovered the faster and smoother the investigation will proceed.

B. Submission of Evidence (FE#L& DIEHI)
